LANSW STATE RECORDS

Age Groups

A permanent record shall be kept of LANSW State Records of registered athletes in the Under 7, 8, 9, 10, 11, 12, 13, 14, 15, 17 years age groups, for both boys and girls.

Events

The events for which an LANSW State Record will be recognised shall be those individual events and relay events conducted at regional and state fixtures, these being: -

i) Regional Track & Field Championships (LANSW to provide implements)

ii) State Track & Field Championships

iii) Combined Events Carnival (individual)

iv) State Relay Championships (individual and relay records)

Requirements for Acceptance of Records

i) The ground on which the performance takes place must have been surveyed and the conducting Carnival Manager must be satisfied that no athlete has gained an advantage as a result of the ground layout and comply with IAAF Rule 140.

ii) The stop watches used to time the performance must have been checked by a competent watchmaker and found not at variance by more than 0.05 seconds over 20 minutes.

iii) All throwing implements must have been check-weighed and certified not under weight by Little Athletics NSW.  (LANSW implements must be used).

iv) All equipment must comply with IAAF Rules and/or Little Athletics rules.

v) The necessary result sheets must have been signed by the Chief Judge and Referee in charge of the event and must be retained by the Carnival Manager.

vi) The claiming Carnival Manager shall forward a State Record Application Form, result sheets and timekeepers slip for verification (copies of same to be retained by the Carnival Manager) to the LANSW office, seeking recognition of the record, within seven (7) days of the performance.  The Carnival Manager must also confirm that the ground survey certificate has been received by LANSW prior to the event.
vii) Claims for LANSW manual State Records will only be accepted on an official LANSW Manual State Record Application Form.
