	Corrective action required:
The only corrective action required by me was the rolling of a fire hose as mentioned above. It may have been used to moisten the long jump on the grandstand side of the field. In future on a hot day for a carnival of this size it would be appropriate to have more than one first aid officer on site all day and to ensure that a fully stocked first aid kit is available at the beginning of the day. The first aid officer was supplied with a fist aid kit as one was not available on site. The Campbelltown Club needs to rectify this. Fortunately, an official provided a first aid kit for use. The New Zealand athletes in particular appear much more susceptible to the heat and humidity than the NSW athletes. The first aid officer was a competent nurse but was swamped by the amount of athletes who presented at various times of the day. I did not get to speak with her until the middle of the day because she was treating patients every time I passed by. Given the circumstances she did a fantastic job. It was a wise decision to provide her Gordon Costello to assist. At times though there were up to four athletes waiting for treatment.
General Observations:
The Campbelltown Athletics Centre is of a high standard. Their equipment and facilities are in good condition as is the equipment maintained by LANSW. Regular safety announcements were made throughout the day regarding hydration and sun protection (hats and sunscreen). Around 12pm I asked Campbelltown to refill the water containers to ensure adequate hydration was available. I later placed ice in the water containers. I also spoke with the Carnival Manager and asked her to ensure that officials received a break for lunch given the humidity. I later refilled two of the McDonalds bowls myself because I could not located equipment officers.
In general, there was good adherence to sun protection and hydration throughout the day.
